VISITORS to Guildford’s Loseley Park
were given a taste of sustainable living
methods at an eco-friendly fair earlier
this month.

Organised by social enterprise
Bricks and Bread, the Route to the

test drive low-carbon vehicles and
pick up tips on reducing living costs
by being less wasteful from around 60
stalls. Bricks and Bread founder and
CEO Trudy Thompson said: “Without
fail, every person that we spoke to had
visited every stand and said that they
had got immediate answers to their
questions from all of them.

“They were able to approach ex-
perts to ask about the benefits of fit-
ting solar panels to their houses and
growing their own food.”

The fair was aimed at educating
people to help solve issues such as ris-
ing fuel, food and energy costs, as well
as allowing stall-holders to network
and establish useful contacts.

It attracted hundreds of visitors and
its success means it will now be held
annually.

Miss Thompson believes by provid-
ing greater access to information
about environmentally-friendly meth-
ods, the Guildford community can
make rapid progress towards becom-
ing a low carbon society. She said
plans were in motion to create anoth-
er centre in Guildford by the end of
October and open a shop in the town’s
White Lion Walk shopping centre.

Having lived in the Guildford area
all her life, she has turned her building
career into an advice role for busi-
nesses and the public alike.

She said: “The only evidence I see
for why we are reluctant to make more

changes is a lack of knowledge. When
you know what you are doing you can
save money.

“The first step for Guildford should
be to sort out insulation and ventila-
tion in buildings to reduce heating
bills. I really want to see a drive of
businesses, residents and councils to
work towards a low carbon economy.”

During a visit to Guildford last
month, Mayor of Freiburg Dr Dieter
Solomon gave a talk at the University
of Surrey on the ways in which the
Black Forest city had become
Germany’s ecological capital.

Among changes to have been made
over the last 20 years are a ban on ve-
hicles in the city centre, except for de-
liveries, heating its municipal swim-
ming pools with solar panels and vast
improvements to cycle paths and pub-
lic transport.

It was a visit to the eco-city that in-
spired Miss Thompson to set up Bricks
and Bread in 2009 which promotes the
idea of learning from others.

Peter Slade, chairman of the
Guildford-Freiburg Link also praised
Freiburg for its sustainable focus.

“I have visited Freiburg a number of
times and there is a settlement there
called Vauban which uses renewable
energy very extensively.

“The high standard of energy effi-
ciency in buildings in Freiburg could
be transferred to housing develop-
ments in Guildford.”
